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INTRODUCTION

This Abstract has been prepared by the Central Bureau of Statistics of the Ministry of Finance and Planning. The tables have been
compiled partly from statistics collected directly by the Bureau and partly from statistics compiled by other Government Departments
and other organizations. The source of the statistics is shown under each table.

The Central Bureau of Statistics is also responsible for the preparation of the quarterly Kenya Statistical Digest in which emphasis is
placed on current statistics for which monthly and quarterly series are available. In addition, reports are published on the various regular
and ad hoc statistical surveys undertaken by the Bureau. A quarterly Economic Report reviewing the current economic situation is
normally included in the Statistical Digest.

Whereas these publications aim at providing statistical coverage of the important fields of economic, financial and social activity in
Kenya, the published material may not meet detailed requirements of all users. Additional information, whenever available, will be
supplied by the Bureau on request, although in certain circumstances, depending on the amount of work involved in extracting the
required particulars, it may be necessary to make a charge.

THE PARLIAMENT OF THE SOVEREIGN REPUBLIC OF KENYA AS SET OUT IN THE KENYA INDEPENDENCE OKDER
IN COUNCIL 1963 AND AS AMENDED BY THE CONSTITUTION OF KENYA (AMENDMENT) ACT No. 28 OF 1964, THE
CONSTITUTION OF KENYA (AMENDMENT) (No. 2- ACT No. 38 OF 1964, THE CONSTITUTION OF KENYA (AMENDMENT)
ACT No. 14 OF 1965, THE CONSTITUTION OF KENYA (AMENDMENT) ACT No. 16 OF 1966, THE CONSTITUTION OF
KENYA (AMENDMENT) ACT No. 17 OF 1966, THE CONSTITUTION OF KENYA (AMENDMENT) (No. 3) ACT No. 18 OF 1966

Parliament consists of the President and the National Assembly:—

(a) The President

is the Head of the State and Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of the Republic to be elected in accordance with the
provisions of the Constitution. (Act No. 28 of 1964, however, provided for the first President to be the person who immediately
before the 12th December, 1964, held the office of Prime Minister under the Constitution.)

(b) The National Assembly

The Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) (No. 4) Act 40 of 1966, provided for the establishment of a National Assembly
comprising one House, thus the Senate and House of Representatives were amalgamated to form one Chamber (Unicameral
System) and the Consitution of Kenya (Amendment) (No. 2) Act No. 45 of 1968 provided for an election of the President and
the Nominated Members.

Ex-officio—The Speaker and the Attorney-General 2

*The Vice-President
is appointed by the President from among the Ministers who are Elected Members of the
National Assembly.

The Cabinet
consists of the President, the Vice-President and other Ministers.

Assistant Ministers 31
are appointed by the President from among the Members of the National Assembly.

POPULATION AND VITAL STATISTICS

The 1969 Census

Population Statistics from the 1969 census relate to the de facto population enumerated in Kenya (excluding the Karasuk area
which was at the time of census administered by Uganda) in respect of the night of 24th/25th August, 1969. After the census the Kenya
Government took over the administration of Karasuk and re-named it Karapokot. The population of Karapokot as reported by the
Uganda Government was 13,796 (6,821 males and 6,975 females).

Comparisons between the 1948,1962 and 1969 Censuses are apt to be misleading, on account both of differing degrees of coverage
between the three censuses and of changes in the boundaries of Provinces and Districts.

Race
Included under sub-heads for various racial groupings are:—

1. "Asians": all persons who originate from the continent of Asia excluding the Middle East.
"Europeans": all persons of European decent irrespective of their national affiliation.

"Arabs": all persons who originate from the Middle East.

"Others": all persons who did not supply particulars of race.

Area and Density

As mentioned in the Introduction to Volume I of 1969 Census Report, there may be minute differences between areas computed
from census maps and those published in other Government publications. District densities as shown in this Abstract are based on area
data supplied by the Ministry of Lands and Settlement.

Education

Data refer to the highest grade completed. Thus for example a person who was still in say, Form II, at the time of enumeration
is reported as having completed Form I only. Also years spent in teacher training colleges are shown as part of full time schooling.

Vital Statistics

The Office of the Registrar General has, since 1964, undertaken a phased extension of the areas of compulsory registration—
culminating in extension of total coverage to the whole country on st September, 1971. In view of this, while the Vital Statistics collected
for Europeans and Asians may be considered reliable, those for Africans are apt to be underestimated. Furthermore, the increase in
births and deaths registered in each area is partly a consequence of improved coverage and partly the effect of increased public awareness
of the advantages of registration.

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MIGRATION AND TOURISM

NOTES AND DEFINITIONS

MIGRATION STATISTICS

Migration statistics are collected under the Immigration Act 1967.

Before the Immigration Act of 1967 Kenya migration statistics excluded residents of Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania travelling within
these territories. Persons normally resident in one territory who entered or left East Africa through another territory were included
in the statistics of arrivals/departures relating to their country of residence. Visitors to East Africa passing through Kenya, Uganda

and Tanzania were only required to complete a form on their first entry into one of the East African territories and on their final de-
parture. In published statistics they are therefore recorded against the country through which they enter/leave East Africa.

Under the Immigration Act of 1967 immigration controls on movements to/from Uganda and Tanzania were imposed, making it
possible to collect statistics of movements to/from Uganda and Tanzania and integrate them with statistics of movements to/from
outside East Africa. The statistics for years after 1967 are not, therefore, comparable with the previous years' statistics.

Although the coverage of the statistics is now fairly complete, they understate total movements because:—
(a) African citizens of Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania are not required to fill in immigration forms when moving between the
three East African countries. Many, however, do so, especially when travelling by air.
(b) not all border crossings have Immigration posts.

From 1971, the following definitions have been in use. (They differ somewhat from those previously applicable—see "Notes and
Definitions" Page 24, Statistical Abstract, 1971).

Arrivals

From July, 1973, only 10 per cent of all Arrival Declaration forms are analysed; the results are then multiplied by 10 to give
arrivals series.

Residents
Persons returning to Kenya are classified as residents if—
(a) they have a valid re-entry pass; or

(b) they are resident in Kenya (other than as visitors, as defined below).

New Permanent Immigrants

Persons, other than residents (as defined above), are classified as new permanent immigrants if, on entering Kenya they are in
possession of:

(a) an entry permit (this allows them to become residents); or

(b) a dependant's pass; or

(c) a pupils pass; or

(d) from 1973 on, a visitor's pass for "investigating settlement".

In 1971 and 1972 a substantial proportion of visitors "investigating settlement" who later become permanent immigrants are
believed to have been omitted from permanent immigration totals; but before 1971, these totals included many persons who should

strictly have been classified as visitors. The classification in use from 1973 is believed to give more accurate data on numbers of
immigrants, but comparable statistics for previous years are not available.

Before 1973, persons who entered Kenya as visitors and later obtained a permit to become residents were classified as new
permanent immigrants at the time of obtaining the permit. For technical reasons, it has not always been possible to exclude such
persons from tables showing numbers of visitors.

Visitors
Visitors entering or leaving Kenya hold either:—
(a) an in-transit pass;fcr
(b) a visitor's pass; or
(c) a special pass.

They are classified as holiday, business or in-transit visitors according to the purpose of visit they state on their immigration
forms. In-transit passes are issued to persons passing through Kenya and arc valid for a period of up to one week. These passes
are not required by persons in direct transit, crews of aircraft or ships, nor day visitors from cruise ships. Such persons are not
recorded in the migration statistics. Visitors' passes are valid up to six months initially and can be extended to a total of twelve
months to allow a visitor to pursue temporarily his business or profession; they also cover holiday visits. Special passes are valid up
to three months. From 1973, visitors "investigating settlement" have been classified as permanent immigrants, not as visitors.

Permanent and Temporary Emigrants

Permanent emigrants are persons who have resided in Kenya (other than as visitors) and who on departure state they are leaving
Kenya for at least one year. Temporary emigrants are residents of Kenya who on departure state they will be away for less than one
year.
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Most of the tables on visitor traffic necessarily show the number of visits made to Kenya rather than the number of individual
visitors, because of the inclusion of multiple visits by persons visiting neighbouring countries and subsequently returning to Kenya.
However, the figures on "first visits" in Tables 33 and 34 provide an estimate of the number of visitors arriving in Kenya, while
those on "revisits" show the number of visitors who leave Kenya but return within a short period (being based respectively on nega-
tive and positive replies to the question "Have you been in Kenya before during the last 30 days?") They do not show whether or
not a visitor has ever been in Kenya before.

Length of Stay

This is shown in days as the elapsed time between the arrival and departure date stamps on visitors' departure forms. Informa-
tion on average length of visit tends to understate the actual period stayed per visitor to Kenya (because of the incidence of multiple
visits by individuals, mentioned in the previous paragraph). Totals of days stayed are not affected by this problem.

HOTEL OCCUPANCY STATISTICS

In 1975 these covered 214 hotels and game lodges in Kenya. The coverage of the statistics has been improved since their collection
was initiated and it is now possible to give figures by a more detailed classification and country of residence of guest. Children under
twelve years old not occupying a separate adult bed are not included in the occupancy figures.

Table 40 covers visits by persons paying daily entry fees. Visits by persons holding season tickets or special passes are not included;
total visits to Nairobi National Park in particular are substantially understated because of this. Visits to areas with no entry fee—OlI
Donyo Sabuk National Park—are also excluded.

Table 41, however, covers all recorded visitors.
